06/01/23:8 Carried 8-0-0.  Pending approval of the Board of Trustees of our district, the school calendar 
will be changed to reflect that, being Open house nights, May 16 and May 18 will be minimum 
days in order to allow teachers time to prepare the classrooms. 

Administrator’s Report: 
06/01/23:9 Sunset site: Lease expires 7/1/05. Will be meeting with Owner next week to negotiate extension. 

Toilet overflow in girls’ bathroom may have caused some damage to adjacent tenants’ carpets. We 
may be liable for $200-400 repairs, yet to be determined.

RE site: Furnishings for Orange room still not arrived but are expected imminently.
    New site: Grading plan is done. Secondary access issue resolved.  Environmental reviews 

should be done between Feb.1st and  May 1st. Architectural planning in progress; 
should be ready for committee review by next week.

06/01/23:10 No big change to expenses other than possible carpet repair bill. Revenue issues: Will need to 
fundraise approx. $20K. Will continue to stress importance of attendance to budget. With year-
end turnover, net gain of 5 or 6 students.
