The year is coming to a close and we wanted to take this opportunity to thank you,

 We have embarked our study of metamorphosis of butterflies and silkworms.  
Studying these creatures can help your child gain an understanding and appreciation for 
living things.  New vocabulary will be learned in class.  Be prepared to talk to your child 
at home about these new words and what they mean.  Some of the vocabulary words for 
this unit are: metamorphosis, life cycle, egg, larva, pupa, silkworm, and silkworm moth.  
We have set up a silkworm center in our class that has been filled with books and 
materials.  We will need your help with providing food for the silkworms … 
MULBERRY LEAVES.  The silkworms begin eating immediately and will need to be 
feed for 40 days. If you have access to a mulberry tree please let us know.   The 
silkworms will also need to be cared for during the weekends and holidays.  If you would 
like to have these unique creatures visit your home, please send in a note requesting the 
perfect visitation dates.  We will try to accommodate your wishes. We appreciate your 
help in making our study of silkworms a success. 

Don’t put your passports away just yet…we will be taking a short trip to the 
continent of Australia this month. The children will learn about the interesting animals, 
music, literature and culture Australia has to offer. We are fortunate to have Haley Klemp 
just returning from “Down Under” and are looking forward in hearing about her 
adventures.

We made sure 
the students understood that the word “sum” means to add, and when you see the word “quotient” it’s a 
division problem. We also helped them learn to carefully read a set of directions to understand exactly 
what is being asked. We also studied the American Revolution, gold mining, reviewed some Spanish 
and worked on our scrapbooks. In Science we learned about the water cycle, the periodic table, the 
different types of rocks, and some interesting jobs in the science field. 

The month of May is here and we are wrapping up state testing. To celebrate that state testing is done, 
we have our all-school field trip to Roller King on Wednesday May 9. This is a minimum day, as well 
as a free dress day. Children can bring money for snacks, but we would rather see them skating than 
playing video games and eating the entire time.
